Your business association executive have had a couple of meet-
ings with City of Kamloops officials about the Communities in 
Bloom program that the City competes in each year. Appar-
ently this is a much bigger deal than we realize. There are sig-
nificant spin-offs for any community that wins this award. We 
compete against other Canadian cities of the same population 
size and the winner receives accolades and tourist references 
from the Canadian Chamber of Commerce. This translates 
into huge potential increases in tourist traffic and tournament  

booking. Kamloops has been very close to winning each year. 
Now, the problem: City officials have avoided bringing the 
judging committee through the business area of Valleyview 
because it needs beautification updating. They do tour the 
judges through the residential area however. The City has 
asked us to help, so look for more information about what we 
can do in the next couple of issues of the Valley View.
